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Turn off or shield beachfront lighting at
night
Remove beach furniture, toys, and
other obstacles from the sand each
evening
Fill in holes and flatten sand to provide
safe nesting and hatchling pathways
Respect marked nests and observe sea
turtles from a safe distance

Dear Gulf Stream
residents,

Sea Turtle Adventures is responsible
for monitoring Gulf Stream’s 2.3 miles
of beach. As we prepare for the 2026
sea turtle nesting season, we want to
share some highlights from 2025 and
thank you for continuing to play an
important role in the success of
nesting sea turtles. Beginning in
March, we will be conducting  lighting
surveys in compliance with the Town
of Gulf Stream sea turtle lighting
ordinance (Town Code Chapter 38
Article IV) which strongly encourages
all light sources to be shielded,
covered, or turned off to prevent
visibility from the beach.
